OVERALL HI POINT, RESERVE & THIRD PLACE 
(Must show to all eight (8) Judges in a division) 

YOUTH (18 & Under) - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least four (4) youth performance classes 
and youth halter in each POR (Dec. & Jan.)
 
NOVICE AMATEUR - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least three (3) Novice Amateur 
performance classes and amateur halter in each POR (Dec & Jan). 
 
AMATEUR (All Ages) - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least four (4) Amateur performance 
classes and amateur halter in each  POR (Dec & Jan).   
 
OPEN HORSE (All Ages) - Must compete in at least four (4) Open (2 yr. 3 yr. Jr., Sr. or All Age) performance 
classes and open division halter in each POR (Dec & Jan).  Cattle classes Do Not Count for this award.
 
HORSE ON CATTLE – Must compete in at least three (3) Open (Jr. Sr. or All Age) Roping & Working Cow 
Horse Classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).   
 

ADDITIONAL OVERALL HI POINT, RESERVE & THIRD PLACE 
(Must show to all eight (8) Judges) 

 
WALK/TROT - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least three (3) Walk/Trot classes in each POR (Dec 
& Jan).   Youth halter will not count.  
 
NOVICE YOUTH (18 & Under) - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least three (3) Novice 
Youth Classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  Youth halter will not count. 
 
OPEN HALTER MARE, GELDING & STALLION - Sex division Grand & Reserve Classes. 
 
REINING - Open Jr. & Sr. Reining classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).   
 
TIMED EVENTS - Open Barrel Racing, Pole Bending & Stake Race classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).   
 
SOLID PAINT BRED - Must compete in at least three (3) Solid Paint Bred classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).   
Halter is not mandatory but will count.  Only classes with three (3) or more horses showing in the class will count for 
this award. 
 

HI-POINT & RESERVE HI-POINT WESTERN 
Must show to all eight (8) Judges in a division.   

 
YOUTH (18 &Under) – Must compete in at least three (3) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  Classes to count are 
Western Pleasure, Horsemanship, Trail, Western Riding & Reining.  
 
NOVICE AMATEUR - Must compete in at least three (3) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  Classes to count are 
Western Pleasure, Horsemanship, Trail, Western Riding & Reining.  
 
AMATEUR (All Ages) - Must compete in at least three (3) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  Classes to count are 
Western Pleasure, Horsemanship, Trail, Western Riding & Reining.  
 
OPEN - Open (2 yr. 3 yr. Jr. Sr. & All Ages) Must compete in at least two (2) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  
Classes to count are Western Pleasure, Trail, Western Riding & Reining.  
 

 



HI-POINT  &  RESERVE  HI-POINT  ENGLISH 
Must show to all eight (8) Judges in a division.   

 
YOUTH (18 & Under) - Must compete in at least three (3) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  
Classes to count are Hunter Under Saddle, Equitation, Hunter Hack, Working Hunter, Jumping, Equitation Over 
Fences. 
 
NOVICE AMATEUR - Must compete in at least two (2) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan). 
Classes to count are Hunter Under Saddle, Equitation, Hunter Hack. 
 
AMATEUR (All Ages) - Must compete in at least three (3) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  
Classes to count are Hunter Under Saddle, Equitation, Hunter Hack, Working Hunter, Jumping, Equitation Over 
Fences. 
 
OPEN - Open (2 yr. 3 yr. Jr. Sr. & All Ages) Must compete in at least two (2) classes in each POR (Dec & Jan).  
Classes to count are Hunter Under Saddle, Hunter Hack, Working Hunter, Jumping. 

 
HI-POINT  &  RESERVE  HI-POINT  FOR  EACH  POR 

 
WALK/TROT - One horse/one rider basis. Must compete in at least three (3) Walk/Trot classes.  Youth halter 
will not count. 
 
NOVICE YOUTH - One horse/one rider basis. Must compete in at least three (3) Novice Youth classes. Youth 
halter will not count. 

YOUTH (13 & Under) - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least three (3) youth performance classes 
and youth halter. 
 
YOUTH (14 - 18) - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least four (4) youth performance classes and 
youth halter. 
 
NOVICE AMATEUR - One horse/one rider basis. Must compete in at least three (3) Novice Amateur  
Performance classes and amateur halter. 
 
AMATEUR (19 - 44) - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least four (4) Amateur performance classes 
and amateur halter. 
 
AMATEUR (45 & Over) - One horse/one rider basis.  Must compete in at least (4) Amateur performance classes 
and amateur halter. 
 
JUNIOR HORSE - Must compete in at least four (4) Open (2 yr. 3 yr. Jr, or All Age) performance classes and 
open division halter. 
 
SENIOR HORSE - Must compete in at least four (4) Open (Sr. or All Age) performance classes and open division 
halter. 
 
ULTIMATE YEARLING – Must compete in the yearling open classes, including Yearling Lunge Line, Yearling 
In Hand Trail and Yearling Halter.  There will be one award for regular registry and one award for solid bred 
paints.  December POR Only. 
 

INDIVIDUAL CLASS AWARDS – OVER $11,000! 
TOKENS - Tokens are worth $ 1.00 each.  1st - 3 tokens /  2nd - 2 tokens / 3rd thru 6th - 1 token.  Halter Grand - 5 tokens, 
Reserve - 3 tokens.  Tokens redeemable for cash, ribbons or use in Vendor Village. 
 

AWARD TIE BREAKER SYSTEM 
Ties will be decided by the horse/exhibitor placing above the other the most number of times.  Halter awards by the horse 
receiving the most Grands or Reserves.  If necessary, a tie breaker Judge will be used.
